Attendees: 

Chairwoman Teresa Dean calls the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Also in attendance is Secretary John Scullin, Vive-Chairwoman Dr. Christine Carino, Public Health Nurse Peg Drummey and Health Agent John Fralick.  
Nurses Report: 
Blood Pressure:   

The blood pressure clinic was held on July 7th, 2014
13 residents were seen at the clinic and 1 residents was seen at the Board of Health.  .

Ms. Drummey made home visits twice a week per residents’ doctor’s orders. 
Communicables: 1 Hepatitis C, 2 Campylobactor, 1 Lyme disease, 1 Dengue Fever

Immunizations: 1 Tdap, 2 PPD’s planted and read at the Board of Health, 2 B12 Home visits, 2 B12 Office visits, 9 Zostavax, 1 Hepatitis C and 1 MMR.

Ms. Drummey submitted the monthly column for the Senior Sentinel. This month’s topic was in reference to keeping cool without air conditioning.

Ms. Drummey checked a resident’s blood sugar twice a week per doctor’s orders.

She also made a home visit to a resident veteran for a .nebulizer treatment teaching and helped him find a personal care physician.

A resident was provide with heroin addiction information 

Camp immunization records were checked.  

The Public Health Nurse’s plan is to continue with Zostavax and finish with camp immunization records. 
Blood Pressure:                

The Blood Pressure Clinic was held on August 4, 2014. Six residents were seen.  One resident was seen at the Board of Health for walk-in Blood Pressure.
Communicables: 4 Lyme disease, 4 Campylobacter,  1 Group B Strep,  1 Salmonella,  1 Cryptosporidium,  2 Pertussis,  

1 Strep Pneumonia.                                                    

Immunizations: 2 Zostavax, 4 PPDs planted and read at the Board of Health, 5 PPD’s Planted and read at Fuller House. 1 MMR, 3 Hepatitis B, 2 B12 Home Visits, 2 B12 Office Visit.                                                                   

Other:  Ms. Drummey submitted the monthly column “Ask A Nurse” for the Stoneham Senior Center’s Sentinel.  This month’s topic is regarding fatigue.

West Nile Virus and EEE posters were hung at the Library, Boys & Girls Club, the Stoneham Oaks and the Town Hall Lobby.

Ms. Drummey took part in conference call for local boards of health regarding Ebola.
She will be checking a resident’s blood sugar twice a week per doctors’ orders.       

She will also be checking a resident’s blood sugar once a month at the Senior Center.

Plan::The plan is to begin preparing for school based flu clinics.

Dr. Carino motions to accept the Nurses Report for June and July.  Secretary Scullin seconds the motion and it passes with all in favor.  

Discussion follows.  The topic turns to the fact the State will not be supplying the influenza vaccine to the local Board of Health next year. Other ways to acquire the vaccine are discussed.

Complaint Log:
182 Central Street #4, 104 Pond Street, 179 Hancock Street, Waste Management and various overgrowth complaints.and various trash complaints. 
182 Central Street #4
A follow-up of the original inspection which took place on 05/20/2014 was conducted at 182 Central Street on 07/22/2014. At the time of the inspection, it was noted that no progress had been made regarding the original order to correct, barring a black water drain pipe being repaired.  It was noted that the ceiling remained open in the dwelling’s bathroom and no other violations had been addressed.  A citation in the amount of $100 was sent to Investments Ltd. Of Cambridge.  A follow-up was then conducted on 08/16/14 to track the progress of the case.  Maintenance manager, Tim McNeil stated that the delay was due to a special order for a picture window which needed to be replaced.  Installation was in progress upon second follow-up and all other violations were addressed.  A final re-inspection is still pending.

104 Pond Street  

A complaint was received from abutters of 104 Pond Street regarding the presence of an illegal rooster within town limits, making noise at all hours of the day. After several attempts to contact the owner, contact was made on 08/05/2104 with the owner, Jefferson Ribiero.  He was instructed to remove the rooster promptly and was issued an order to cease ownership of an illegal animal. Also noted on the property were several unpermitted chickens.  An application was provided to Ribiero to legally keep chickens, as there are sufficient means of shelter for them on the property.
179 Hancock Street:

A follow-up complaint was received by an abutter of the foreclosed home located at 179 Hancock Street regarding stagnant water in the pool on the property.  The Board of Health promptly responded to the gentleman indicating that the pool would be emptied the week of 08/11/2014.  The Stoneham Department of Public Works was contacted to drain the pool, and to date the pool is officially empty.  Upon inspection of the premises during the draining, it was noted that two representatives of Cybrex Property Management were landscaping the property.  After further interview of the two gentlemen, it was noted that they had been assigned to the property and would be maintaining it while it remained vacant.  No further action to date. 

Waste Management:
The receptacle located at KinderCare Learning Center at 136 Franklin Street continues to be serviced before 7am, a violation of town by-laws.  An order to cease service prior to 7:00 am was sent to Waste Management in Woburn, along with a citation in the amount of $50.00 due to the number of complaints received by the Board of Health.  No further complaints to date.  
Overgrowth at Atwood Avenue and Grandview Terrace:

A complaint was received from a resident regarding overgrown bushes into a public way at the corner of Atwood Avenue and Grandview Terrace.  Upon investigation it was noted that the bushes in question sat on a town owned easement.  This complaint was forwarded to the Department of Public Works for remediation.

Trash Complaints:

The Board of Health continues to respond to inquiries from Recycling Coordinator Rich Mailawco, regarding the new trash policies and rejected trash.  As such, the Board of Health continually educates the general public on new trash policies in town and continues to rectify any health issues that arise due to the presence of abandoned trash on public ways in Stoneham. 
Other:
Catch Basin Treatments: 
Stoneham’s Mosquito Control Program completed its catch basin treatments on 06/27/2014.  A total of 1100 catch basins were treated.  The Massachusetts Department of Public Health Arbovirus Alert level remains at moderate due to a confirmed mosquito sample for EEE in western MA.  To date, there have been no confirmed samples in this county.  
Andrea’s Convenience Store Inquiry:

A complaint was received from several members of the Stoneham Substance Abuse Coalition regarding the display of Hookah products at Andrea’s Convenience Store on 07/26/ 2014. After an investigation on Saturday, 07/26 it was revealed that no violations were present regarding the sale of these tobacco products. It was suggested by the Board of Health and by Regional Tobacco Coordinator, Maureen Buzby that the store owner be approached in an effort to have the display moved from child eye-level.  No further investigation has taken place. 

Dumpster Variance at 42 Pleasant Street:  

The acquisition of the MBTA Right of Way on Stoneham has resulted in several properties around town having improperly placed belongings along the plotted right of way.  The dumpster and enclosure located at 42 Pleasant Street sits directly in the path of the newly acquired land.  After a conversation with tenants, as well as the property owner, Dan Picarello, it was decided that while the town works to mark off the newly acquired property, the dumpster will be moved.  As a result, the dumpster will, in turn, be unenclosed.  Where this is a town related endeavor that has forced Mr. Picarello to move his dumpster and enclosure, it was agreed that the Board of Health would issue a time-sensitive variance of 6 months to enclose the dumpster.  Variance language will be drafted and submitted for approval at the September Board of Health meeting.  
Weiss Farm Water Pump:

The Board of Health continues to receive visits from Marty Wantman regarding the adequacy of the water pump located at Weiss Farm.  During several site inspections, it was noted that the water pump on the wetland portion of Weiss Farm continues to run on a 24/7 basis in order to mitigate the water that gathers in the wetland
Upon further investigation, it was noted that the drainage ditch that holds the water on Weiss Farm and allows water to flow is not flowing adequately and as such, continues to flood Weiss Farm and Mr. Wantman.  A discussion took place on 08/12/2014 with Donna Weiss to determine a course of action.  A dialogue has since been started between Donna Weiss and Department of Public Works Director, Bob Grover in order to come to an agreement to rectify the situation.

Department of Environmental Protection at the MBTA Right-of Way:

A complaint was received and in turn forwarded to Town Counsel form Dale Halchak at 90 Maple Street regarding historical cross-gradient contamination from the Stoneham Tank Farm which existed through the 1980’s.  Where the MBTA right-of-way is slated to be turned into the new bike path, it is thought that due to contamination on Mr. Halchak’s property originating from the tank farm, the area behind the property which sits upgradient of the continued contamination must also be contaminated and therefore must be tested as such under MGL, 21E, which regulates Hazmat Release liabilities. Chris Pyott of Mass Department of Environmental Protection contacted the Board of Health on 08/18/2104 to inquire about the course of action by the Town and, in turn, the Board of Health has contacted Bill Solomon.  Bill Solomon explained that there is Environmental counsel from Nixon-Peabody Law Firm which is investigating the area in question on behalf of the town and the engineers in charge of the Bike Path, Fay Spofford will be addressing any environmental issues that may arise due to the historical use of the railroad.  A conference call with all major players in this situation has yet to be set up by Town Counsel.  Mr. Pyott stated he would be touching base with the Board of Health in the next few weeks.  
Dr. Carino motions to accept the Health Agents Report from 06/17/14 to 08/19/2104.  Secretary Scullin seconds the motion.  With all in favor, the motion passes unanimously. 
Acceptance of Minutes: 
Mr. Scullin motions to accept the minutes of May 20th, 2014.  Chairwoman Dean seconds the motion. The motion passes with 2 ayes and 1 abstention. 
Dr. Carino motions to accept the minutes of June 17, 2014.  Mr. Scullin seconds the motion and with all in favor the motion passes.  
Set next meeting date:
The Board has set Tuesday, September 16, 2014 as the next meeting date.
Dr. Carino makes a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Scullin seconds the motion.  The motion passes with all in favor.
