Other:  
On 1/9/15 the public health nurse attended PHN meeting in Tewksbury.            
Networking and Speaker discussing “genetically engineered crops / foods and the detrimental effect 
they have on the health of people, livestock and pets. Very informative and well received.   
A home visit was made to a senior resident who needed a dressing changed to left lower leg.                
A Public Service Announcement was sent to the Stoneham Independent and the Stoneham Sun
regarding the availability of Pneumovax 23.  
The Public Health Nurse submitted the monthly column “Ask A Nurse” for the Senior Center Sentinel.  
This month topic was regarding Pneumovax 23 and Pneumovax 13. 
She assisted a resident in a crisis situation and brought him to Eliot Services in Malden. Eliot is an 
emergency service and mobile crisis intervention center.  The Public Health Nurse received a call from the staff at the Eliot and from the resident to inform us that he has been placed at a hospital in Boston for 5 days and to be followed by Eliot Services upon discharge..

Complaint Log: 18 Seward Road, 22 Lindenwood Road (closed), 100 Franklin Street (closed)

Complaint Details: 

18 Seward Road – A complaint was received from John Bracciotti regarding the placement of a 
dumpster on a public way located at 18 Seward Road. Upon further investigation, it was noted
that the scope of work being done was within the boundaries set by the Building Department and 
the dumpster was permitted by the Board of Health.  The receptacle was situated such that a corner 
was reaching out onto a sidewalk by a few inches but not enough to impede pedestrian travel.  

22 Lindenwood Street – A conversation with tenant Jane Parsons on 1/5/2015 took place via phone 
to determine the next steps in her housing case that was opened in late 2014. Ms. Parsons stated that 
the remaining violation on the order to correct had been addressed via her and her landlord and would 
not require further intervention via the Board of Health. . A letter of compliance was sent to Landlord 
Teresa McCarthy.

100 Franklin Street – A new court date has been set for 1/22/2015 according to tenant Lorin Sledge 
regarding her dwelling unit at 100 Franklin Street Apt #1. Where the Board of Health has not received 
any new official documentation, we are currently awaiting a new subpoena requesting Board of Health 
representation. 

Other:
Vapor Store Moratorium:
A meeting has been scheduled for 1/21/2015 with Town Counsel, Bill Solomon to discuss a draft regulation regarding regulations against allowing “vapor stores” within town limits.  
Mosquito-Control Funding: 
At a budget hearing on 1/14, a request was made by the Board of Health and subsequently granted by 
Town Administrator Dave Ragucci and Town Accountant Ron Florino, to include a $3300 line item that would fund the Town’s yearly mosquito-control program. This line item would cover the costs of a year’s supply of Altosid XR, the catch-basin larvicide that has been utilized for the past 2 warm seasons since Stoneham’s confirmed case of EEE in 2012. 

Denise’s Return: The office welcomed back Denise Breen after her extended medical leave on 1/20. 
Denise resumes her normal morning hours as of 9 AM today and we are back to 100% staffing for 
the first time since September 2014. 

LA Fitness: An anonymous complaint was received on 1/13 regarding the handicap shower at LA Fitness existing in a state of disrepair. After further investigation it was noted that the shower was not functioning at the time of the visit, however, there was signage posted indicating that it has been brought to the attention of their corporate office and will be addressed.

Town Planner: The new Town Planner, Erin Wortman, began working on 1/12. Erin came here from Woburn and acted as the City Planner for them for 8.5 years. Erin will be working with the Board of Health in the future in efforts to re-instate the Stoneham Farmer’s Market.  

Trash Complaints: The Board of Health continues to receive both written and verbal complaints regarding trash being left out on public ways, illegal servicing of dumpsters, abandoned TV/Bulk Items, etc. All cases are investigated as they are received and acted on as needed. 4 total trash investigations have taken place since 12/9/2014. 
Secretary Scullin motions to accept the Health Agents report. Chairwoman Dean seconds the motion. 
The motion passes unanimously.

Upcoming events are discussed.
