Nurses Report: 
Blood Pressure:  The Blood Pressure Clinic was held on June 2, 2014. Twelve residents were seen. Two residents were seen at the Board of Health for walk-in Blood Pressures.

One home visit as made twice a week per a medical doctor for six weeks.

Other:        
Ms. Drummey submitted the monthly column “Ask A Nurse” for the Stoneham Senior Center’s Sentinel.  This month’s topic is regarding pets for seniors.

On May 22nd she attended Massachusetts Public Health Nurses Conference in Worcester.

Also on May 22nd Triad play was held at the Senior Center.  The reviews were positive and the play was well       attended.
On June 2nd she attended a Substance Abuse Coalition meeting. 
Immunizations have been checked for Camp records.
A student from Regis began his practicum on June 9th.  He will complete 35 hours of fieldwork and mentorship in Public Health. 
Checking residents’ blood sugar 2x a week per their medical doctor.
First aid given to town employee re injured finger.  They were advised to go to the emergency room.

After follow-up, it was learned he had a broken finger.  On June 13th, the Public Health Nurse attended the HEAT Conference (Heroin Education Awareness Task

Complaint Log:
23 Isabella Street, 10 Hersom Street, JRM Waste Haulers, Acme Waste Haulers, 11 Kenwood Street and various trash complaints.
23 Isabella Street 
A call was received on 06/04/2104 from the Stoneham Police Department regarding unsanitary conditions at a single family home on Isabella Street.  Upon arrival it was noted that the resident, Lawrence Black, was being taken out of his home, unresponsive.  An inspection was conducted on his home under suspect of conditions deemed to impair health and safety based on police officer accounts.  It was noted that several violations to the housing code were present including unsanitary bathroom facilities, severely water damaged ceilings and ubiquitous clutter throughout the dwelling.  The resident’s next of kin, brother, David Black of Atlanta, GA, was contacted to remediate conditions upon the passing of his brother.   No further action has been taken at this time as the building is a private single family home.  

10 Hersam Street:

On 06/12/2014 a call was received from the Stoneham Police Department regarding a fire that broke out in an apartment building on Hersam Street.  After police investigation, it was revealed that a sophisticated marijuana growing operation
was found in the upstairs unit, which was completely decimated by the fire.  It was discussed with the owner, Joe Danna, that the unit was deemed Unfit for Human Habitation and not to be reoccupied until all remediation to the upstairs and downstairs units has been completed and fully inspected by the Board of Health.  The building has since been boarded.

JRM Waste Haulers:

A complaint was received in several instances from the abutters of the CVS located at Redstone Shopping Plaza regarding  noise and early service of dumpsters.  An investigation was conducted on the receptacle owned by JRM Waste Haulers to reveal whether these complaints were founded.  The hauler’s GPS records indicated that on the morning the complaint was received, the dumpster was serviced between2 AM and 3 AM on, Friday, 05/30 coinciding with the complaint.  A citation was sent to JRM Waste Haulers in the amount of $50.00 due to prior verbal complaints on receptacles at CVS and other establishments in Stoneham.
ACME Waste Haulers:
A complaint was received from residents at the corner of Franklin Street and Main Street regarding the early morning servicing and noise generated from ACME Waste’s shared dumpster. A written warning has been sent to ACME Waste Haulers in order to outline proper procedures for servicing of receptacles. 
Kenwood Overgrowth
Residents on Kenwood Drive have submitted complaints regarding the overgrowth of brush onto a public way.  The owners have been contacted by the Board of Health and have acknowledged the complaint.  The owner of the property

Is in the process of recovering from surgery to his arm and has asked that he be allowed extra time to remediate the situation.   
Trash Complaints:
The Board of Health continues to receive inquiries from Selectmen and Department heads regarding the placement of curbside trash well in advance of scheduled town service.  The perpetrators are continually educated to remind them of proper storage of trash and the times that are acceptable for placement.
Other:
Uno Fresco: 
The new restaurant at Redstone has opened and continues to have a steady stream of business since its opening gala.  Its opening was a great success with many in attendance sampling their products.  No further action has been taken at this time. 
The Commons at Weiss Farm:
The 40B Project that has taken aim at Weiss Farm has continued to receive scrutiny from residents regarding the logistics of the project.  The idea has been brought forth to perform a land – swap and move the project to a more suitable piece of property in Stoneham at the Par 3 golf course off Montvale Avenue. No further information has been brought to light at this time. 
Stoneham to 21:
As of 06/17/2014, there has been little kickback to the town recently updating its tobacco regulation to restrict purchase to age 21 and older.  BJ’s has requested a variance to continue its tobacco sales as a wholesaler and distributor to local businesses in town and does have the required documentation to do so.  While this variance does have a precedent set by Costco in Everett, any other amendments, such as granting an exemption to the regulations on retail sales, has been ill-advised by Mass Tobacco’s legal staff.
Catch Basin Treatments: 
Stoneham’s Mosquito Control Program has begun its annual catch basin treatments.  As of 06/17/2014, 660 of the 1100 allotted treatments have been distributed to Stoneham’s storm drains and should be completed by 06/24/2014.
Mr. Fralick states he would be in favor of granting BJ’s a variance to give them access to sales as a wholesaler and distributor of tobacco. Mr. Fralick has asked BJ’s to contact Mass Municipal directly to see if the variance is obtainable within State Statutes. 
Mr. Fralick will draft some variance language in terms of the wholesale part of it and also suggests tabling this particular issue until next meeting when the full Board if present. 

Amy Sanborn introduces herself as the person who writes policies for the BJ’s stores. 

Caroline Maward, a student nurse from LaBarre College in Milford, MA has entered the meeting and will observe the remainder of the meeting. 

Dr. Carino inquires if Ms. Sanborn foresees a “dip” in sales because of the changes in the regulations.  Ms. Sanborn explains the risk of selling wholesale under the age of 21 is very, very low. 

Lengthy discussion follows.  
Mr. Fralick gives Ms. Maward a description of what was covered at the meeting so far. He also ensures that Ms. Maward will receive a copy of tonight’s minutes once they are approved by the Board. 
Mr. Fralick gives clarification to the fact there would be no exemption to the age regulation for the tobacco regulation variance. 
Ms. Drummey also mentions the experience that comes with our intern, Michael O’Melia.
Mr. Scullin motions to accept the Health Agents Report.  Dr. Carino seconds the motion and it passes with all in favor.
Acceptance of Minutes: 
Secretary Scullin makes a motion to table the acceptance of the minutes of May 20, 2014 until Chairperson Dean

returns.  Vice-chairperson Carino seconds the motion and it passes with all in favor.

Set next meeting date:
The Board has set Tuesday, July 15, 2014 as the next meeting date.  
Chairman Scullin makes a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Dr. Carino seconds the motion.  The motion passes with all in favor.
