Attendees: 

Chairwoman Teresa Dean calls the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.  Also in attendance is Secretary John Scullin, Public Health Nurse Peg Drummey, and Health Agent John Fralick.  
Public Hearing:

Amended Tobacco Regulations/Raising the Serve Age to Age 21.

Note: This portion of the meeting was held in the Banquet Hall.
Mr. Fralick reviews the recent amendments made to the Tobacco Regulations at our April meeting.  He states at this point, the town will be going from the serve age of 18 to a serve age of 21.   Keys points in the new regulations would be the definition of a minor and he has highlighted the particular language regarding this change.  Mr. Scullin asks if the changes were advertised.  Mr. Fralick states the local newspaper was contacted for edition. Mr. Scullin also notes for the record that this public hearing has only two people in attendance. 

Mr. Scullin makes a motion to make the changes to the tobacco regulations which increases the serve age from age 18 to age 21. Chairwoman Dean seconds the motion and it passes with all in favor.  

Mr. Scullin states this new regulation will be effective on June 1st, 2014.  Discussion follows.

Other:   

Ms. Drummey submitted the monthly column “Ask A Nurse” for the Stoneham Senior Center’s Sentinel.  This month’s topic is regarding sun damaged skin and consequences.

She attended the TRIAD meeting/rehearsal every Thursday for 1 hour for the upcoming play “Breaking the Silence: Voices of Hope” scheduled for May 22nd.

On April 15th there was a “brown out” at Town Hall. Vaccine was transported to the Fire Station for safety and picked up the following day.

A concerned resident called the Board of Health to report a sharp located at the corner of Congress and Hancock Street.  The sharp was picked up and disposed of.

April 26th was National Take Back Day which was held in the Police Station Lobby.

A Public Service Announcement was sent to the Stoneham Independent and the Stoneham Sun. The electronic bill board

was used for promotion.  Response was positive.  Four large boxes were filled.

On April 28th, Ms. Drummey attended a Substance Abuse Coalition meeting.
On April 30th, she attended MAPH Conference in Woburn.

A senior requested information on Diverticulitis.  Information was printed and delivered to the Senior Center for that senior.

A home visit was made to a senior who needed medication review and a well visit.

Plan:  
Ms. Drummey will continue preparing for “Breaking the Silence: Voices of Hope” a play raising awareness of elder abuse and neglect sponsored by TRIAD.          
Secretary Scullin makes a motion to accept the nurses’ report.  Prof. Dean seconds the motion.  The motion passes with all in favor.

Complaint Log:
182 Central Street #4, 180 Central Street #8, 8 Gould Street, 12 Tremont Street and various trash complaints.

182 Central Street

A complaint was received from tenant Rich DiPietro regarding unsafe conditions in his unit.  Upon inspection on 05/09/14 it was noted that several violations to the state sanitary code were present, including missing smoke detectors and a picture window that was falling out of the wall due to the removal of exterior concrete.  An order to correct was sent to Investments LTD out of Cambridge.
180 Central Street

A complaint was received from tenant Nancy Boris regarding unsanitary conditions in her bathroom.  Upon investigation
on 05/15/14, it was found that no such conditions existed;  however, there were minor violations to the state sanitary code present in the unit.  An order to correct was sent to Investments LTD of Cambridge. 

8 Gould Street:
A complaint was received from an abutter on 05/19/14 regarding unsanitary conditions at the abandoned dwelling located at 8 Gould Street.  Upon inspection it was noted that violations regarding the safe maintenance of land parcels were present.  Where the property is abandoned, the Board of Health will contact the current deed-holder, US Bank, and have the violations addressed.  
12 Tremont Street:

Progress continues at the abandoned property located at 12 Tremont Street.  An updated order to correct with interior 
Violations listed have been sent to Property Manager Altisource in efforts to have the work put out to bid.  Upon receipt of the bid, the Board of Health will be provided a key to the building in order to monitor the repairs being done.  The amount of renovations being done will address all violation to the sanitary codes that were present at the initial interior inspection on 04/23/14.  A member of the Stoneham Historical Commission has stepped forward and informed the Board of Health of a possible interested buyer, as evidently, the property has some historical significance.  The buyer is currently working on renovations of the Old North School and has been a major player in the redevelopment of Collincote Street

Trash Complaints:
The Board of Health continues to receive inquiries from the Selectmen and department heads regarding the placement of curbside trash well in advance of scheduled town service.  The perpetrators are continuously educated to remind them of proper storage of trash and the times that are acceptable for placement.  Department of Public Works clerk, Kelly Fulgione has provided the Board of Health with a schedule for town service at aid in our education efforts.  Since the Board of Health has been involved, the events are beginning to happen with less and less frequency. 
Other:
Medication Take-Back Day:

Stoneham’s Medication Take-Back Day event took place on 04/26/2014.  Stoneham compiled a total of 258.5 lbs. of medication to be incinerated between the collection event and the stored medication from past collections.  There was a good flow of traffic throughout the event. The utilization of the I-93 billboard was a huge help in terms of advertisement for this event. 

Uno Fresco: 

The new restaurant at Redstone has received their rough inspection sign off from town departments.  The Board of Health
is now waiting for Uno Fresco to schedule their final inspection in order to open to the public.  No violations were noted 

during the rough inspection and they have been allowed to take inventory and train workers.  The outdoor seating portion of the restaurant has been inspected by the Board of Health along with the towns other inspectional services and neither department has taken issue with the addition.

The Commons at Weiss Farm:
Weiss Farm’s focus group continues to meet regarding the proposed 40B project on Franklin Street.  An open town meeting was held on 05/19/2014 with Corcoran Co., to address the concerns of the public.  An idea has been brought to light to transfer the project to the current Stoneham Oaks par-3 golf course off Montvale Avenue, however, no progress has been made on that idea thus far, to the Board of Health’s knowledge.
Stoneham to 21:
With the new amendments to the recently updated Tobacco Control Regulation, Stoneham now joins the numerous other cities and towns in the fight to make tobacco less available to high-school age youth.  Copies of the newly updated regulations will be sent the Department of Environmental Protection and to Stoneham’s media outlets.  These amendments take effect as of June 1st, 2014. 

Catch Basin Treatments: 
With summer right around the corner, the Board of Health will be beginning its annual catch basin treatment program to combat the growing mosquito populations.  As of June 1st, the Board of Health will be treating catch basins and storm drains with the extended-release larvicide, Altosid XR.  These treatments last for 150 days and will offer great protection to the town from the Arbovirus EEE and WNV and the initial treatments will carry well past the first frost of the year
Acceptance of Minutes: 
Secretary Scullin makes a motion to accept the Minutes of April 15, 2014 as drafted.  Dr. Carino seconds the motion and it passes with all in favor.  
Set next meeting date:
The Board has set Tuesday, May 20, 2014 as the next meeting date.
A public hearing will be held prior to our regular meeting to discuss raising the serve age to 21 for tobacco paraphernalia.  

Chairman Scullin makes a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Dr. Carino seconds the motion.  The motion passes with all in favor.
