Attendees: 

Chairperson Teresa Dean calls the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Also in attendance is Secretary John Scullin, Public Health Nurse Peg Drummey, and Health Agent John Fralick.  
Nurses Report: 
Blood Pressure: The Blood Pressure Clinic at the Senior Center was held on October 6, 2014. Twelve residents were seen. Two residents were seen at the Board of Health for a walk-in Blood Pressure checks.   

Communicables: 1 Lyme disease, 1 Hepatitis C, 1 Arbovirus/Chikungunya   
Immunizations: 2 Zostavax, 7 PPD’s planted and read at the Board of Health, 2 B12 Home visits, 

2 B12 Office visits, 2 Tdap, 1 Hepatitis B, 23 Walk-in Flu.      

Other: The nurse visited the Purpose School for the yearly Health Care Consult Agreement. She also ordered Epi-pens from Bioridge Pharmaceuticals, a company in N.J. that supplies Epi-pens for school based programs.  The company supplied 9 Epi-Pen Jr. 2-pac and 9 Adult Epi-pens at no charge.                                                                          Six public schools and 3 private schools in Stoneham benefited from this program. A  Pace Maker check was done for a resident at the Fuller House. MS. Drummey submitted the monthly column “Ask a Nurse” for the Stoneham Senior Center’s Sentinel.  This month’s topic is Hand Washing. The Selectmen approved the Board of Health’s request for funding from the Stockwell Fund for next year’s flu season.   We are now waiting for approval from Stockwell. On 10/21/14, Ms. Drummey listened in on Conference call regarding the Department Public Health Ebola update.                                                         

Plan: Complete the school based flu clinics and continue administering flu vaccine to walk-in’s.

Complaint Details: 

Re: 22 Lindenwood Street – A preliminary re-inspection of the original Order to Correct dated 9/8/2014 was conducted in conjunction with the Stoneham Fire Chief and Wiring Inspector on 9/30/2014 at 22 Lindenwood Road. Upon inspection it was noted that the majority of the items listed on the original Order to Correct were corrected. A final re-inspection has been scheduled for Thursday Oct 30th.
Re: 100 Franklin Street – A preliminary re-inspection of the Order to correct dated 9/15/2014 was conducted on 10/16/2014.  Upon inspection it was noted that the common area violations had been satisfactorily corrected, however, the violations in the unit remained, as well as several issues that have risen due to the clean-up of the property, namely brush piles around the exterior of the building, as well as a beeping CO detector that needs a fresh battery. In talks with owner Caesar Romero, he has stated he will be providing affidavits regarding the electrical situation, as well as reports from a pest control company regarding the presence of mouse droppings in the unit and in the building’s basement. The issues regarding unregistered vehicles and a possible illegal unit have been forwarded to Inspectional Services. 

Other:
MHOA Annual Conference – The Mass. Health Officer’s Association will be having their annual conference from Oct 22 – 24 in Hyannis. The Board of Health office has arranged for coverage during its short-staffed period. 

Northside Carting Warning: A complaint was forwarded to the Board of Health office via Board of Selectmen and the Town Administrator regarding early service of a dumpster at Redstone Plaza. Upon inspection, there were three suspected haulers in question. After further investigation, it was noted that the Northside Carting receptacle located at 125 Main Street was the culprit, as confirmed via a customer representative at their main office. Where this was their first offense regarding this area, they will be issued a written warning outlining proper service procedure, as well as the penalty for failure to comply with town bylaw. 

Vapor Store Moratorium: The proposed moratorium on vapor stores and bars within Stoneham Town Limits has yet to be drafted by Town Counsel. A draft will be forwarded to the Board of Health office for review, at which point the Board of Health may schedule a special meeting in order to vote on said moratorium. The purpose of this moratorium is to place a temporary ban on the allowance of these new vapor stores and bars until there can be language drafted to effectively regulate them.  

DEP Investigation at MBTA Right-of-Way – The Department of Environmental Protection has ceased its investigation of the proposed Bike Path in Stoneham.  Chris Pyott of the Department of Environmental Protection has reviewed the proposed plot of the Bike Path and investigated the historical contamination along the route. He has since indicated that the Town of Stoneham will be allowed to continue its planned activities regarding the bike path, provided that we follow the Rail to Trail guidelines that were forwarded to the Board of Health and the Town Administrators office, as well as forwarded to Fay Spofford Engineering

Rat Issue on Park Street: A complaint was received by a member of the Board of Health regarding a rat problem on Park Street due to a resident feeding birds/animals. Notices were sent to the area in question regarding proper Integrated Pest Management procedures. 

Ms. Dean asks for a motion to accept the Health Agents Report.  Mr. Scullin makes that motion. 

Co-Chairperson Carino seconds the motion and with all in favor, the motion passes. 
Mr. Scullin would like to bring up some new business.  The first issue will be regarding the loss of the EEOC room because of the Town Planner.  The second issue will be office coverage.  Mr. Scullin informs the Board 
of the interest of Nancy Miller, Karyn’s daughter to volunteer in the Board of Health office.  

Mr. Fralick states the new Town Planner will be in office by November 17th, 2014.  Mr. Fralick also states Mr. Ragucci did mention relocating the EEOC room to a training room at the police station.  He will be making arrangements with the Chief of Police to make sure the training room can accommodate the equipment. 
Mr. Scullin would like to talk to Mr. Ragucci and get his thoughts about putting a town employee in the Board of Health for coverage.  Mr. Scullin and Ms. Dean will make an appointment and speak with Mr. Ragucci. 
Acceptance of Minutes: 
Secretary Scullin moves to accept the minutes of September 16, 2014 as drafted. Ms. Dean seconds the motion and it passes with all in favor.
