Attendees: 

Chairwoman Teresa Dean calls the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Also in attendance is Secretary John Scullin, Vive-Chairwoman Dr. Christine Carino, Public Health Nurse Peg Drummey, and Health Agent John Fralick.  
Mr. Scullin motions to move to the nurses report in the absence of Attorney Solomon.

Nurses Report: 

Blood Pressure: There was no Blood Pressure Clinic at the S.C. this month d/t holiday. Four residents were see at the Board of Health for walk-in Blood Pressures.

Complaint Log: 22 Lindenwood Street 1st Floor, 100 Franklin Street 1st Floor

Complaint Details: 

Re: 22 Lindenwood Street – A complaint was received from tenant Jane Parsons regarding deficiencies in her dwelling. Upon inspection it was noted that many violations to the State Sanitary Code were present. While many of the violations that were present were directly attributed to the age of the building, there were several violations that involved cross metering and other deficiencies regarding the utilities and common areas. An order to correct was sent to owner Teresa McCarthy of Stoneham. All parties have remained in contact throughout this endeavor thus far and the owner was given 21 days to correct the noted violations.

Re: 100 Franklin Street – A complaint was received, withdrawn, and then resubmitted to the BOH by tenant Lorin Sledge regarding concerns she had in her dwelling unit. It was revealed that she was under 14-day eviction, and was informed that while the case will continue to completion, there would be no protection offered to her via the BOH’s Order to Correct. Several violations were noted during the inspection that took place on 9/15/2014. An Order to Correct is still being drafted and will be sent to owners Caesar and Martha Romero.   

Other:
MHOA Annual Conference – The Mass. Health Officer’s Association will be having their annual conference from Oct 22 – 24 in Hyannis. The conference will be covering different topics regarding public health, as well as providing updates to the current state regulations. Continuing Education credits will be given to those that attend. 

Food Trucks – A gentleman has been given a permit to operate a food truck within Town limits by the Board of Health.  At a Board of Selectmen meeting on 9/9/2014, it was discussed as to the legality of the use of the truck, as well as the idling limits that have been set by the Police Department. No further information has been given as to whether he will ultimately be allowed to operate within town limits, and a BOS meeting scheduled for 9/23/14 will offer more light on the subject. 

Town Day – Stoneham’s Annual Town Day on the Common was held on 9/13/2014. 14 food vendors were present for the event, and were inspected and permitted starting at 10AM that morning. No violations were noted during the inspections. 

DEP Investigation at MBTA Right-of-Way – The Department of Environmental Protection has continued its investigation of the proposed Bike Path in Stoneham. The property near the old Tank Farm, as well as a location that is adjacent to the Central School on Pleasant Street, have been brought into question as having historical contamination on their respective premises. Chris Pyott of the Department of Environmental Protection has since reached out to the Board of Health in order to gather information on how closely the Town plans to follow the Rail to Trail Guidelines that were provided roughly one month ago. John Hendrickson of Fay Spofford Engineering has indicated that the plan has always been to abide by this guideline that was provided, and the scope of work for the trail (capping) has always coincided with these guidelines. No further information has been brought forth to date.

Ms. Dean asks for a motion to accept the Health Agents Report.  Mr. Scullin makes that motion. 

Co-Chairperson Carino seconds the motion and with all in favor, the motion passes. 
Discussion with Bill Solomon regarding Tobacco:
Mr. Solomon first states his thoughts and findings on the food truck issue. He explains the process and Bylaws to the Board.  The hookah bar is discussed at length.  Mr. Solomon feels the Board of Health could institute a moratorium.  He states the question would be what to do, a moratorium or a zoning bylaw.  He states he believes health makes more sense. He also states he thinks all the Board would need would be until June 30, 2015.  He asks the Board consider a moratorium on hookah bars and then narrowing it down to tobacconists and smoke shops. The Board can then deliberate or think about what if any smoking uses should be banned and then implement that decision by regulation.  Mr. Solomon states he feels the Board of Health should be taking the first step. Mr. Solomon will check to be sure a lawful moratorium can be done by the Board of Health. Mr. Scullin asks if the decision to do moratorium is considered, will a public hearing be needed. Mr. Solomon states a hearing would be needed.  Chairperson Dean would like to start the process next month. Mr. Solomon will look into a draft and legal issues which may be presented.  Discussion follows. Ms. Dean asks if the Board of Health has received any calls from residents concerning paraphernalia displayed at locations in the town. Mr. Fralick states there have been no prominent calls or complaints referencing the paraphernalia. Discussion continues.   
Acceptance of Minutes: 
Secretary Scullin moves to accept the minutes of August 19, 2014.  Dr. Carino seconds the motion and it passes with all in favor. 
Mr. Fralick would like discussion on the Massachusetts Health Officers Association Conference next month. Mr. Scullin moves to pay for the MHOA Conference in the amount of $715.00.  Dr. Carino seconds the motion. It passes with a unanimous yea vote.
Set next meeting date:

The Board has set Tuesday, October 21, 2014 as the next meeting date.
Mr. Scullin makes a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Dr. Carino seconds the motion.  The motion passes with all in favor.
