Complaint Log: 38 Montvale Avenue, 113 Summer Street, 45 North Street
Complaint Details: 
38 Montvale:  A complaint was received regarding a situation regarding chronic overflow of a dumpster located at 38 Montvale Avenue.  An inspection was conducted on 2/20 of the area in question.  It was noted that 3 bags of trash were on the ground around the enclosure.  All trash was thrown into the dumpster and no further violations were noted upon completion of the investigation.  
113 Summer Street:  A complaint was received regarding a large buildup of debris outside of a garage along Pleasant Street.  Upon further investigation it was noted that the garage in question belonged to the property located at 113 Summer Street.  Amongst the debris were old discarded automotive parts, tires, general scrap metal and other assorted automotive parts and tools.  An Order to Correct was sent to both condo units in the building to remove any scrap metal and tires, and to clean and organize the area, discarding items that are of no further use.
A re-inspection is currently pending.

45 North Street: A letter dated 2/20 was received at the BOH office addressed to Chairman Scullin regarding a recurring odor complaint at the apartment building located at 45 North Street. The letter states that there is a residual odor from a fire that damaged unit 25 in late 2016, and the management company has not addressed it. An investigation is currently pending for the building. Brickpoint Properties will be contacted to schedule a joint visit. 

Quarantine Details: A call was received from Tewksbury Animal Hospital requesting a quarantine of one male canine living at 28 Row Hill Road due to an altercation with another animal on 2/4/18. Owner Michelle Polucci was issued a 10-day Order of Quarantine for “Ceasar” on 2/9/2018, and the quarantine was lifted on 2/20. 

Other:
BOH First Responder Training: By request of the Fire Department, the Stoneham Board of Health will be conducting a first responder training to outline common housing and sanitary issues that are typically noted at various calls that may be fielded by police/fire/emt on any given occasion. Dates are being finalized for mid to late March for 4 groups of 9 firefighters. The training will be held in the BOH Conference room, and will be extended to Stoneham Police should they so desire. 

The Stones at 380 Main/ Felicia’s Building: No new developments have materialized in the downtown area with the two new restaurants currently being built. The Stones is still finalizing its upper floors while the first floor restaurant continues its finish work. The new owner of the old Felicia’s, Frank Petrillo, has not come forward with any new plans for the layout of the new establishment, and has updated his building permits to address the general construction of the building at this time. 

Stop and Shop Incident: On 2/15/2018, a call was received from Stoneham Fire regarding a developing situation at Stop and Shop on Main Street. A coolant leak was reported at 10:30 Thursday morning, which reportedly filled the southern side of the supermarket with a 3 foot haze of R-404 refrigerant, which called for an immediate evacuation of the building. A Massachusetts Tier 1 Hazmat team was dispatched to evaluate the situation, and it was cleared for entry after several hours of ventilation. Upon re-entry, the Board of Health did a thorough walkthrough of the contaminated area, indicating to the management team onsite as to what products were to be discarded immediately due to risk of residual contamination. All coolers were tested to ensure that no temperature violations were present, and it was noted that the leak was isolated to 15 coolers at the rear of the store, thereby leaving most other coolers unaffected. All meats that were left unattended in the deli department during the evacuation were also discarded. A surface sterilization was ordered by the BOH prior to being re-opened to the public, and the store was reopened at 3pm on 2/15. 

IPM Distribution: With the Board’s permission, copies of Stoneham’s Integrated Pest Management Program are to be drafted and sent to all households in Stoneham at the onset of Spring in an attempt to be proactive in dealing with several common nuisances around Town. Pricing for flyers and mailing has yet to be researched. 

2 Keith’s Lane Receivership: Due to continued complaints regarding the property, and the presence of several safety violations that have yet to be addressed by the mortgage holder, the preforeclosure located at the end of Keith’s Lane has been submitted as a candidate for receivership. Alan Hope (12 Hersam Street receiver) has been contacted in efforts to move the process along smoothly, and the BOH is currently awaiting further instruction. Affidavits have not been drafted or submitted as of yet, and the process is still in preliminary stages. 

Motion made and seconded to accept the Health Agents report.  Passed with all in favor.
