Complaint Details: 
60 Wright Street:  A re-inspection of Order to Correct dated 9/12/2018 was conducted on 10/1/2018 with owner James Flahive and complainant Steven Drohan.  All violations noted on the initial order were found to have been corrected.  The removal of the illegal accessory dwellings upstairs in the attic and downstairs in the basement were both noted as well.  The case has been closed per BOH and no further action is to be taken regarding the matter.  A letter of compliance has been sent to Mr. Flahive.
Rodent Calls:  The BOH continues to receive calls regarding rodent sightings, as well as reports of sightings on SCF.  All cases are investigated as they are received.  No substantial infestations have been noted in 2018.  

Other:
Rang Indian Bistro Incident:   On 10/15/2018 at 6:30pm, a call was received from Stoneham PD regarding a fire event at Rang Indian Bistro, 6 Central Street.  Upon arrival it was noted that several firefighters were present and holding the scene.  A burner in the main prep areas gas range caught fire such that a fire extinguisher was forced to be used, and dry chemical coated the main prep area of the restaurant.  After speaking with the owner Raj Mohapatra, it was explained that the restaurant  would be required an immediate shutdown and sterilization of both main and auxiliary  prep areas.  An inspection on 10/16/2018 noted that the areas had been sufficiently sterilized aside from the hood which was required to be professionally cleaned.  The hood cleaning was verified later in the day and the restaurant was cleared to open.  No further issues were reported.
Retail Tobaccoonist @ 157 Main Street:  An inquiry regarding a new retail tobacco store was brought to the office by the prospective owner.  A copy of the current tobacco control regulations were provided to him and it was explained that he would not be allowed to open anywhere within 500 feet of a current permit holder.  After investigation, it was found that the location of this shop would meet current regulations and it was explained that all patrons would be required to show ID of 21 years prior to entering the shop and that all minors (under 21) would be excluded.  The BOH will await his permit application for processing, and he will be required to submit a floorplan for the BOH to review.

Aarons Taco Cartel:  The prospective restaurant opening in place of the old Mystical Café shop on Central Street is still in its rough stages of construction.  The restaurant has installed a brand new ventilation system which will allow for a broader menu and has expanded to a more patron-friendly layout, including bathrooms and a larger dining area.  There have been no prospective opening dates brought to the attention of the BOH. 

Emergency Preparedness TTX @ Wakefield KofC:  On 9/28, Region 3E Emergency Preparedness Coalition and its partners hosted a Disaster Emergency TTX which outlined a hypothetical terror threat in the Boston area.  The exercise covered the planning and implementation of a Mass-inoculation event triggered by an Anthrax chemical attack and several gaps and deficiencies in the regions disaster plan were strengthened in the process.  The event was well attended with all communities sending many representatives.
Motion made and seconded to accept the Health Agents report.  Passed with all in favor.
