Nurses Report: 

Blood Pressure:

First aid was given by Nurse Drummey to a resident who stopped by.   The resident was a roofer who cut his finger. On 11/13/14, Ms. Drummey joined a conference call with an update on Ebola. On 11/14/14   she attended a Public Health Nurses meeting which held a presentation on the Hi-Dose flu vaccine. There was also a round table discussion regarding MIIS.Ms. Drummey picked up 30 doses of Tdap which was offered to us from Lynnfield Board of Health. A Public Service Announcement was placed in the Stoneham Independent and Stoneham Sun offering Tdap to grandparents, aunts, uncles and anyone who will be around infants under 1 year of age. A column for the Senior Center Sentinel was written regarding senior drivers.

Plan: Continue posting vaccines in the MIIS.

Issue for Discussion:  Vapor Bar Moratorium
Lengthy discussion by Maureen Buzby and William Solomon. Legal definitions and exemptions are discussed. Smoking bans and their legalities are discussed at length. Mr. Solomon asks if there were a regulation that said the display of tobacco products has to be at least 4 feet from where the public stands, regardless of whether or not it is enclosed and have this in effect for 18 months.

Complaint Log: 22 Lindenwood Street 1st Floor, 100 Franklin Street 1st Floor, 164 North Street

Complaint Details: 

Re: 22 Lindenwood Street – One remaining violation on the Original Order to Correct in regards to 22 Lindenwood Street still remains. In talks with the tenant and landlord, they are moving forward amicably on the subject and will contact the BOH upon completion for a final re-inspection.

Re: 100 Franklin Street – A final re-inspection was conducted on Wednesday 10/29. A letter of compliance was sent to owners Martha and Caesar Romero. The BOH has since received a subpoena regarding this case and the first court date is for Thursday 12/18 at Woburn District Court.

Re: 164 North Street – A complaint was received via SeeClickFix regarding unkemptness of a storage area at 164 North Street along an abutting property line. The BOH has dealt with this issue in the past and will contact owners regarding the organization of their storage area. 

Other:
Vapor Store Moratorium: An effort to draft a moratorium regarding smoking bars continues to press forward through the holiday season. An outright ban of the establishments has been adopted by 89 Cities and Towns in Massachusetts, including 6 of the 7 towns in the MVC. To date, Stoneham has not acted on any motions to ban these establishments, but has been provided with language to amend the current Tobacco control regulations should we decide to act on it. No town in the state has issued a moratorium on this subject according to State officials. All current bans are either BOH regulations or city ordinances. 
Illegal Dumping at 41 Montvale: A complaint was received via SeeClickFix regarding illegal dumping into a ravine behind 41 Montvale Ave. An inspection was conducted on 12/3/2014 and found no unusual activity or piles of debris. 

Trash Complaints: The BOH continues to receive both written and verbal complaints regarding trash being left out on public ways, illegal servicing of dumpsters, abandoned TV/Bulk Items, etc. All cases are investigated as they are received and acted on as needed. 8 total trash investigations have taken place since 10/21/2014
